Many of you have responded favor-
ably to some of the "Chaplain’s
Messages" I have written, and I appre-
ciate your comments and encourage-
ment. At this time, I feel led to write a
series of articles dealing with how God
interacts with us. This month is "How
God Confronts Us." The others will be:
"How God Delivers Us," How God
Provides For Us," and "How God
Reaches Us." However, although it is

good for us to have a plan for our lives, we must keep our minds
and hearts open to God and His perfect will for us. So, I may devi-
ate slightly from my plan if something should happen in our lives
which I may feel to be more relevant at that time. Now on with my
message. When God confronts us, we need an awareness of
God. An awareness of God will allow us to see Him in any situa-
tion. You have heard of people saying that God has spoken to
them in a situation, leading them to an action, showing Himself to
them in an occurrence. This can be said when the events are
interpreted through the eyes of faith. Someone looking on may
call it merely coincidence, an accident, or the natural working out
of events; but looking at it through the eyes of faith, one can call
it the working of God. An awareness of God will allow faith to
come alive in any situation-- in loneliness, frustration, fear, anxi-
ety, or a broken relationship. Any of the outward circumstances in

which we find ourselves when we commit our lives to God is the
situation in which faith can come alive. When faith comes alive,
any place--a house, a kitchen sink, an office chair, a car--can  be
transformed into a place to encounter God. The question being
asked today is not the traditional religious question "What must I
do to be saved?" but the contemporary question "How can I find
peace, wholeness, satisfaction, and fulfillment?" As the answer to
this question is found in faith in God, any place where faith comes
alive becomes a holy place. When God confronts us, we need an
openness to God. This will allow us to recognize Him when He
makes Himself known to us, and will allow us to receive Him. And
finally, when God confronts us we need an obedience to Him.
Obedience is absolutely necessary in our relationship to God. In
order to be obedient we need courage. But where do we get the
courage to be obedient? It comes from the presence of God. Can
we be assured of the outcome when we start on the path of obe-
dience? No, not really. We can only see the outcome when it is all
over. That is what obedience and faith means. We can know that
God’s presence is with us, that God accepts us, and that God will
lead us. But we cannot know all that is involved until we begin the
walk with God. God confronts each one of us. In obedience and
faith we respond to Him. I close by sharing with you a phrase that
was popular during my Seminary days: If someone would say,
"Keep the faith, brother," The response would be "Don’t keep the
faith, pass it on!”

HOW GOD CONFRONTS US 

The Dune Buggy “Ladybugs,” had the most members
in attendance at the April meeting.
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It is with great pleasure that we recognize Noble Harry Potts as
the Akdar May 2009 Shriner of the Month. Noble Harry was born
April 21, 1923 in Enid, Oklahoma. Harry spent his Junior and
Senior High School years at Sperry and graduated in 1941.
Within days, he joined the Army Air Corps and was stationed in
San Antonio, Texas and Oklahoma City, where he was deployed
with the Air Depot Supply Group. His tour of duty included Oran,
Algiers in North Africa, Tunis, Tunesia, and a two-year tour of duty
in Bari, Italy. Two days away from the Panama Canal heading to
somewhere in the Pacific, his group received word that the first
"A" bomb had hit Japan and their ship returned home to Boston.
For Harry, the war was over. He married his wife Miss Joann
Wyatt and they had two beautiful daughters. They were married
57 years until her passing in 2003. Noble Harry spent twenty-
three years with Seismograph Service Corp. as an Electronic
Tech Draftsman and ten years supervising the Manufacture
Optics Business. Noble Harry retired at age 70.

Noble Harry Potts has spent over fifty years as a member of
Centenary United Methodist Church where he has served as a
Trustee for twenty years and Chairman for nine years. Noble
Harry has been a member of Millennium Masonic Lodge #543 in

Tulsa for almost fifty-seven years.
He is a member of the Scottish Rite,
Tulsa York Rite Bodies, The
University of Tulsa Hurricane Club,
American Legion, Veteran of Foreign
Wars, the Oklahoma Motor Pool,
Route 66 Association, and last but
not least, the AKDAR Shrine of
Tulsa. He has been a member of the
Legion of Honor for over nineteen
years where he has led our group as
Commander for many years. As a
member of the LOH, you can see
him proudly carrying the American
Flag in parades and other special events sponsored by the
AKDAR Shrine. When not carrying the American Flag at special
events, you will see him driving his 1942 Ford Military Jeep.

You will not find a more dedicated and proud American as
Noble Harry Potts.

May 2009 Shriner of the Month

During the months of January and February, the Akdar Burn
Team was not contacted. March also looked as though it would
be accident free until Friday March 13th, when a call came from
Hillcrest Hospital.

Akdar Shriners responded to the case of a 6-year old boy that
needed to be transported to the Cincinnati Shriners Burn Center.
This burn center's admitting process is much like the other hos-
pitals with one exception; they were not accustomed to working
with a Temple such as Akdar, where we make all the arrange-
ments and have "Bed-to-Bed" transfer procedures with the assis-
tance of Aero Care. After these arrangements and issues were
worked out, our Shriners were able to find out what brought the
little boy to the hospital.

In a field near Jay, Oklahoma, several children were playing
and started a fire. Somehow, an aerosol can had been thrown
into the fire and blew up injuring three of the children.  The 6-year
old boy had sustained the worst injuries with burns on his face
and neck area.

We were able to send this boy and his mother to Cincinnati
around 7 pm and expect the boy to benefit greatly from the trip.

In another case, a child with a spinal injury was transported by
one of our shriners to an emergency medical flight handled by
Aero Care. Unfortunately, at this time, we do not have any

information on the child in this case. We will have more by next
month’s newsletter.

The third emergency medical transport of 2009 that Akdar
provided assistance to was for a 15-year old young man involved
in an accident April 8th. The information we were given was that
his car struck a utility pole dropping overhead wiring to ground
level. As the young man tried to exit the vehicle he came in
contact with the 12,460 volt wiring, setting his clothes on fire and
burning approximately 80% of his body.

These children stick in our minds and some details of each
case are difficult to forget, but there can always be positive and
encouraging things found. In this case, this young man has a
large and very caring family that will be providing support in many
different ways. He has a grandfather who is a Bedouin Shriner, a
grandmother, aunts, uncles, cousins, sisters and brothers who
were all at the hospital. We counted between 35 and 40 family
members; it was difficult because new faces kept showing up to
offer their help.

To all that read this report - Please keep active and support
Akdar Shrine Center in any way you can so Akdar Shriners will
always be available to answer the calls to help injured children.

STUFFED BACON-CHEDDAR VIDALIA ONION BBQ BURGER
INGREDIENTS:

DIRECTIONS: 
Combine ground round, ground chuck, salt and pepper in a large bowl. In another bowl, combine the coarsely shredded sharp ched-
dar and cooked bacon pieces. Let bacon and cheese mixture sit at room temperature for about 20 minutes to get soft. Then, shape
mixture into balls (for however many burgers you would like to make). 
Form 2 patties of meat and place one cheese/bacon ball in between them. Pinch the sides together to seal in cheese ball. Gently
press formed patty, to spread out cheese ball. Continue until all patties are formed. 
Cook burgers on grill over medium flame for about 7 minutes on each side. While burgers are grilling, slice sweet Vidalia onions and
sauté them in a skillet with 1 tablespoon of butter. Once onions become translucent (about 4 minutes), add some sweet barbecue
sauce. 
Flip burgers, and baste the cooked side of the patties with the same sweet barbecue sauce used in the onions. After about 7 minutes
longer, the burger should be done (these are big thick burgers and may take longer to grill to your liking). Baste again with sweet bar-
becue sauce before removing from grill. Butter hamburger buns and place on top rack of grill for several minutes, until toasted. 
To build burger, take toasted bun, add patty, and top with smothered barbecue onions. You can add tomato or lettuce, if you'd like, but
the flavors are great without them. 

1 lb. ground chuck 
1 lb. ground round 
2 tsp. black pepper, freshly ground 
2 tbsp. garlic salt 
8 oz. block of sharp cheddar cheese,

coarsely shredded 
1 lb. bacon, cooked and crumbled 
2 medium VIDALIAONIONS, sliced 

1 tbsp. butter 
1 bottle of sweet barbecue sauce (of your choice) 
Hamburger buns 
Lettuce (optional)
Tomato (optional) 
1/2 cup Onions 
1/4 cup Barbecue sauce for basting



Dr. Javeed Siddiqui, an infectious-disease physician, was on
the job at US Davis Medical Center when his iPhone rang with an
urgent call. A colleague's niece was in distress, her right eye
swollen from a dog bite.

Siddiqui asked the girl's father to send a digital photo of the
8-year-old's wounded eye - directly to the doctor's iPhone. He
quickly viewed the injury and issued a soothing diagnosis. No
need for an emergency room. Antibiotics, which he prescribed by
phone, would do the job.

Over the next few days, Siddiqui monitored the injury via pho-
tos sent to his cell phone.

Beyond their cool quotient, smartphones such as the iPhone
and other hand-held devices are becoming as handy as stetho-
scopes in a doctor's arsenal.

With the ability to view X-rays, zoom in close on images of
wounds and peruse pharmaceutical libraries, these brainier cell
phones are putting new tools at the fingertips of doctors, pharma-
cists and health care workers.

"So much about medicine is about making the right decision at
the right time," said Siddiqui, an associate director of UCD's
Center for Health and Technology.

Gone are the days when pagers ruled. While they remain stan-
dard issue at hospitals such as University Medical Center, many
younger physicians see pagers as remnants of old-school tech-
nology on the verge of becoming obsolete.

"My iPhone puts things right in the palm of my hands, and I'm
able to access things quickly during my day-to-day work," Siddiqui
said.

Perhaps soon, a patient's pulse and heart rhythms - even
the contractions of a pregnant woman - could be monitored
remotely via cell phone.

"We haven't even scratched the surface," said Dr. Gregory
Janos, 60, a pediatric cardiologist and medical director for chil-
dren's services at Sutter Memorial Hospital.

Some call it a revolution. Janos calls it an evolution that is
transforming how doctors do their jobs in an increasingly wireless
society.

Privacy laws are holding back some potential advances, such
as the ability to beam sensitive patient data over wireless net-
works. But cell phone access will eventually come, Janos pre-
dicts.

"As more and more patients are assuming responsibility for

their own health care, they'll be able to share information with their
doctor more quickly and efficiently," he said.

Stroll down almost any hospital corridor these days and you'll
see the evidence: doctors pecking on tiny keyboards or tapping at
images on their hand-held devices.

Surprisingly, just 54 percent of all physicians own smartphones
or other hand-held devices, according to a survey late last year by
New York-based Manhattan Research, which analyzes trends in
the health care industry.

Janos, however, believes the number is higher at his hospital.
More medical schools are requiring personal digital assistants,

or PDAs, but many students arrive already equipped with cutting-
edge personal technology.

"Physicians my age went through medical school with PDAs in
their hands," said Dr. Steven Chang, 31, a resident at the
University Medical Center's Department of Family and
Community Medicine. In 2007, Chang led a successful petition to
persuade the Cuperino-based Apple to allow third-party develop-
ers to create medical applications for the iPhone.

Since then, more than 170 applications have been developed -
with more on the way - geared toward doctors and other
health care professionals.

Chang routinely consults one such application, "Epocrates," on
his iPhone, allowing him instant access to crucial pharmaceu-
tical information, including dosages and potentially dangerous
drug interactions.

Another application, an electronic version of "Netter's
Anatomy," allows him to display images of the human body to
patients in his care.

"For young physicians who are still learning so much, and who
can't remember everything, our devices are good reference
tools," Chang said.

For Zachary Rymland, whose daughter's eye was wounded by
a dog during a family vacation, the diagnosis-by-cell phone
helped calm the family.

"It was certainly nontraditional," said Rymland, a Berkley-
based animator who prefers a BlackBerry over an iPhone.

"But actually, I guess I do it all the time," said Rymland,
whose sister is a Sacramento nurse practitioner. "I'll send my sis-
ter an e-mail of a messed-up fingernail, and she tell me what to
do. So maybe it's no longer that nontraditional.
