(I strongly suspect that most of us will
enjoy taking a nap rather than going for a walk!) It is good that we
set aside a day to give thanks for all our blessings. If you read
Psalm 92:1-4, you will read that the psalmist experienced the joy
of being thankful and became verbal in his giving of thanks to the
Lord. He was talking to the church, as well as to himself. He also
talks about the things for which he is thankful: the loving kindness
of God, the steadfast enduring love of God, and the faithfulness
of God. He discovered God to be reliable, trustworthy, and
dependable. Not only does he speak about the subjects for which
we should be thankful, but he also reveals the seasons in which
we should be thankful. He speaks of giving voice to thanksgiving
both in the morning and at night. It is a good thing for you
personally to give thanks to God. Offering thanks will disperse
your depression, increase your joy in life, encourage your faith
and hope for the future, help you to have a positive mental atti-
tude, and encourage you to be generous toward God and oth-
ers. Our offering of thanks will also bring joy to God. Every earth-
ly parent is inspired to rejoice when a child comes and says,
"Thank you, I love you." Likewise, our thanksgiving brings joy to
God’s loving heart. It is a good thing to give thanks to your

parents, even if they have been called
home, to your spouse, even if he or
she has been called home, to your
children, to your friends, and also to
those who serve you. Now you might
be asking, "Who serves me?" Well,
just think about it. Teachers who teach
your children or grandchildren, hospital
workers, city, county, state and federal
employees, the salesperson who
helps you make a purchase, etc. This Thanksgiving we need to
be especially thankful for all the brave men and women who are
serving in our armed forces, both at home and abroad. They
sacrifice not only to insure and protect our freedoms but to help
those who do not enjoy the democracy and freedom that we in
this great country enjoy. We should also be thankful for their
families who must endure the separation from their loved ones.
The best way to give thanks to God is to give him your heart,
your confidence, and your trust. Let your life be a life of
thanksgiving, and you will experience far more joy in life and you
will be a far greater blessing to others than if you neglect to
develop the habit of being a thankful person.

FOR INFORMATIONof uniformed Members of Nobility,
when a Potentate’s term of Office expires, all appointments
made by him during his administration TERMINATE,
according to the Imperial Code.

Such appointments include ALL Appointed Officers,
Potentate’s Aides, Members of Committees and their
Chairmen, Special Appointees, Directors, Assistant
Directors and all Members of the Potentate’s Staff.

Some uniformed Nobles have mistakenly believed, or
assumed their appointments to be permanent...NOTSO!
Each Potentate when installed in office must make his own
appointments - including Outer Guard through 1st
Ceremonial Master.

ELECTIONS ARE FOR ONE YEAR ONLY

You hear of Shrine Centers with 10-year lines (or eight,
five, etc.) but this is only a matter of tradition.The seven
elected Shrine Temple Officers, Trustees, Imperial
Representatives and CSSARepresentatives are elected
for only one year. The only requirement is that aPotentate
nominee must have served as Chief Rabban or
Assistant Rabban for one term. (325.2(C).

Should any Noble not holding an appointment by the current
Potentate wear a Fez carrying any such title as “Aide” or any
other designation, he does so in violation of the code.

Some nobles seek to perpetuate an appointment
fictitiously by adding to the lettering on the Fez the year or
years of their appointment. This is a violation of Imperial
Law. The offenders may be uninformed: but, ...ignorance of
the law is no excuse.
